At A-level students study a range
of topics related to the societies
from German speaking countries
such as youth culture,festivals and
traditions, immigration and racism.
Furthermore,students study a
German film and read and analyse
a German book.They develop
essay writing skills, which includes
critical analysis.
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Students begin their German
learning journey in Y8, having
studied Spanish inY7.
